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Introduction

Boot Camp Assistant helps install Microsoft Windows on an Intel-based Mac by
downloading the necessary support software, creating a partition on your disk for
Windows, and then starting the Windows installer. Refer to the Boot Camp Installation &
Setup Guide to finish installing Windows and the support software you downloaded.

IMPORTANT: Back up your disk before partitioning it or installing Windows. If you have a
portable computer, make sure the power adapter is connected.
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Start Windows Installation

Insert your Windows installation disc and click Start Installation. You'll need an
authentic installation disc for Windows 7 Home Premium, Professional, or Ultimate.

After you have installed and set up Windows, insert your Windows support software
DVD/CD or external drive to install additional drivers and other software for Windows.
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
